Mission StatementT he mission of  the L.Q.C. Lamar House, a National Historic Landmark, is to interpret the life and career of  the 
distinguished 19th-century statesman L.Q.C. Lamar within the context of  his times and to encourage the ideal of  

statesmanship in the 21st century.

What is the Lamar Legacy?A t the dedication of  the restored L.Q.C. Lamar House on June 8, 2008, U.S. Senator Thad Cochran credited Lamar as 
bringing the country together after the Civil War by his “conspicuous leadership” and described Lamar as “the most 

distinguished Mississippian to ever serve in government.”  The Lamar Legacy encompasses statesmanship, reconciliation, and 
exemplary public service.

Who is Involved?I n 2004, the Oxford-Lafayette County Heritage Foundation purchased the Lamar House, built 1869-70, with an allocation 
by the state legislature. By 2007, $1.5 million had been secured to restore the house to its original state. In 2008, on 

completion of  its restoration, ownership was transferred to the City of  Oxford to insure the house’s preservation. The Oxford 
Convention & Visitors Bureau operates the property as a historic house museum.
